"We kept the price of space on the banner to a minimum (from £5 to £100), so anyone can afford to have an image on the banner.
We both have small businesses so we know how expensive it can be to advertise, it also allows the individual to be able to have
space for personal messages too" said Rakesh. "It would be great if one day the Longest Web Banner in the World could appear in
the Guinness Book of Records."
